To help 
recognize the work of outstanding educators, The Harvard Business School Club of Northeastern 
Ohio όάI.{/έύ, in cooperation with EconomicsAmerica, established The Samuel H. Elliott Award 
in 1976.  One of the founders of the HBSC, Mr. Elliott retired as a Senior Vice President of Sohio 
Corporation after 37 years of service.  He was keenly interested in business management issues 
and felt strongly students needed to be prepared to use economic principles to make sound, 
rational decisions.  The award is presented annually to a teacher, or a team of teachers, (K-12) in

 Formal presentation of The Samuel H. Elliott Award to the recipient(s) is made at

year in his or her school building. The winning school will receive a $250.00 award.  

 

Eligibility 
 Any grade Kindergarten through 12th educator or team of educators in northeastern Ohio is 

eligible for the award. 

 Each entrant must complete the accompanying ά!ǇǇƭƛŎŀǘƛƻƴέ form. 

 The ŀǇǇƭƛŎŀƴǘΩǎ program, course, or project must be initiated or operating during the current 
academic year.   

 The recipient(s) may be honored only once.   
 

Deadline 
Ë    Application entries must be postmarked by March 6, 2009. 

 
Entry Description 

1. The Application form must accompany each entry.  Each educator involved in the program, 
project, or course must complete the Application form. 

2. Entries must be typed on standard 8½ X 11 inch paper. 
3. Non-winning materials will be returned upon request by the applicant(s).  It is advised that 

applicants should make copies of all materials as a back up.    
4. Entries should consist of the following:

Title of Entry 

 Abstract 
A concise description of the project, program, or course (no more than one to two 
typewritten pages). 

 Project/Program/Course Description 
A statement of goals and objectives, summary of economic concepts taught, and a well-
organized and clear description of the directions and instructional sequence that were 
used.  This should include time required and a schedule of assignments and activities.  
Resources should be described.  The project, program, or course must be adequately 
documented by comprehensive materials such as graphs, sample materials,

Evidence of the effects of the project, program, or course.  May include pre/post test 
results, teacher and student evaluations, etc.

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Judging Entries 
1. A committee consisting of representatives from the academic field and business community, 

appointed by EconomicsAmerica, Cleveland Center of Ashland University selects the 
recipient(s).  Based on information submitted, the Elliott Award selection committee judges 
candidates on the following criteria: 

 Accuracy and completeness, including correct spelling and grammar 

 Inclusion of basic economic concepts 

 Development of economic skills 

 Utilization of evaluation techniques and strategies 

 Logical and reasonable sequence of procedures 

 Innovation in approach and development 

 Realism with respect to expected results 
2. Recipients will be notified in April 2009 
3. A candidate who is not selected for the award is eligible for consideration the following 

year.   Applicants must request re-consideration in writing before the deadline.
